INVITATION FOR SUBMITTING TENDERS

Based on articles 36, 69, 70. and 72. Paragraph 1, Item 1 of the Public Procurement Law (“Public Announcer of the Republic of Serbia” No. 116/08; hereinafter: PPL) and Decision for starting of procedure No. 260/10 from August 2nd, 2010.

PUBLIC INVITATION

For collecting tenders

· Object of the public procurement procedure:  Solo buses for public transport with gas engines (6 buses) and buses of lower capacity for public transport (5 buses)

· Performing of public purchase shall be in open procedure (Article 20. of PPL) and the object of public purchase is configured in two parts:

Part 1. – buses of lower capacity for public transport (5 buses)

Part 2. – solo buses for public transport with gas engines (6 buses)

· All the bidders who fulfill obligatory conditions for participation in public procurement procedure according to Article 44. of PPL have the right to participate, by parts.

· Conditions for participation in this procedure are professional references as well and they are:  

· Part 1. - Minimum of 5 delivered buses to one or more buyers, in the last 3 years (January 1st, 2007 – December 31st, 2009). The delivered buses which the bidders use to prove their references have to be the same brand and the same type as buses offered in this public procurement.

· Part 2. - Minimum of 6 delivered buses to one or more buyers, in the last 3 years (January 1st, 2007 – December 31st, 2009). The delivered buses which the bidders use to prove their references have to be the same brand and the same type as buses offered in this public procurement.

· The Purchaser has a right to check the references of the bidder, or the proof which is delivered in the tender.

· Besides the tender, it is obligatory to submit evidences of fulfilling the conditions, from the article 44. of PPL and according to the articles 45. and 46. of PPL. Detailed descriptions of all necessary conditions for participation in this public procurement are given in tender documentation by parts. The bidder shall submit all requested evidences for each part as unauthorized copies. The bidder, chosen as a bidder with most advantageous tender, is obliged to submit, by part, in the period of 3 days from receiving the written invitation from the purchaser, the original or authorized copies of the evidences from article 44. of PPL.

Obtaining tender documentation

The Purchaser, from the day of publishing the public invitation, will enable to all interested persons direct insight in tender documentation, obtaining tender documentation or the Purchaser will send tender documentation by mail, fax or e-mail (Article 31. paragraph 1 of PPL), in the period of two days from the day of receiving the request for delivering the tender documentation.

The tender documentation can be obtained at JGSP Novi Sad, in the Department for public procurements, Futoški put 46, Novi Sad, every workday in the time from 10:00 to 14:00 hours, from the announcing day of this public procurement in “Public Announcer of the Republic of Serbia”.

Only an authorized person on the behalf of the bidder with the written authorization and the enclosed proof of payment of 1.000,00 dinars on the account number 160-920005-02 at Banca Intesa, payment issue: tender documentation costs number 17/10 can obtain the tender documentation.

Request for delivering the tender documentation

If an authorized person wants the tender documentation to be delivered in some of the following ways, it is necessary to send a request for delivering the tender documentation on fax number 021-4896-710 or e-mail: kovacevicdj@gspns.rs with precise and uniquely stated data necessary for sending the documentation. Also, the condition for sending the documentation is submitting proof of payment of 1.000,00 dinars on the account number 160-920005-02 at Banca Intesa, payment issue: tender documentation costs number 17/10.

· The paid amount will not be returned since it will be used for covering the costs of copying and delivering of tender documentation (Article 31. paragraph 2 of PPL)

· According to Article 52. of PPL criteria for the evaluation of tenders will be economically most advantageous tender. Elements of criteria for evaluation by parts are:

1. Tender price (max. 90 points)

2. Delivery time (max. 10 points)

· The Purchaser shall terminate the procedure of public procurement if all necessary conditions for selection of the most advantageous tender, from Article 78. of PPL, are not fulfilled (Article 79. paragraph 1 of PPL).

· The Purchaser may terminate the public procurement procedure of one or both parts for objective and provable reasons which could not have been foreseen at the time of initiating the procedure and which make it impossible for the initiated procedure to be completed or due to , which the need of the procuring entity for the relevant procurement has ceased (Article 79. paragraph 2 of PPL).

· The bidder can submit a tender for one or both parts. The tender has to include at least one whole part. The bidder states the part that he refers on the envelope and in the tender. The tender is submitted in a separate envelope for each part, with complete documentation, so it can be evaluated for each part separately.

· Tenders should be submitted in a closed envelope, each part separately, with the notice: “A tender for the public procurement number 17/10, number and name of the part and a sign – do not open” to the address of Purchaser: JGSP “Novi Sad”, Futoški put 46, 21000 Novi Sad, or directly to the administration of the Purchaser every working day from 07:00 to 15:00 hours.

· The tenders, both parts, should be submitted 30 days from the day of announcing the public invitation for collecting tenders in “the Public Announcer of the Republic Serbia” (Articles 60. And 63. Of PPL).

· The Deadline for submitting tenders, for both parts, expires on the 30th day from the day of announcing the public invitation for collecting tenders in “the Public Announcer of the Republic Serbia” at 11:00 hours.
· Tenders arrived after the above mentioned term for submitting, shall be returned sealed to the bidder after public opening of the tenders, with the remark that they have not been submitted timely (Article 61, paragraph 3 of PPL).

· Public opening of tenders will be on the 30th day from the day of announcing the public invitation for collecting tenders in “the Public Announcer of the Republic Serbia” at the address of the Purchaser beginning at 13:00 hours. In the procedure of opening, the delivered tenders for part 1 will be opened first.

· All persons who are interested can attend the public opening of tenders – representatives of bidders, representatives from media, representatives from state institutions, etc. The representatives of bidders, at the beginning of public opening, have to submit authenticated authorization for attending and participating in the procedure of public opening of tenders. The bidder who did not submit a tender for both parts can have only the treatment of general public in the procedure of opening tenders for the part for which he didn’t submit a tender.

· The decision on the selection of the most advantageous tender shall be made 15 days from the date of the public opening of tenders (Article 81. paragraph 1 of PPL).
